Minutes of public meeting prior to the Danehill Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 14th July  2021 held at Danehill Memorial Hall at 7:30pm

Cllr Galley reported on the budget underspend which was mainly due to a lack of expenditure on adult social care.
He also reported on the local plan progress.

Finally he reported on progress with the electrical charging points which he hoped would be completed by the new year.

19. Declarations of pecuniary and disclosable interests in respect of matters to be discussed.
The Chair reminded Cllrs to declare when necessary. 
20. To consider co-option to the Council.

Cllr Lewis proposed Katherine Allenby and Cllr Lewer seconded and Katherine Allenby was unanimously appointed to the Council. 

21. To Approve Minutes from Parish Council meeting held on 5th May 2021.
 Unanimously approved and signed as true record.
22. Matters Arising. 
The Cllrs had confirmed their responsibilities to the Clerk. 

Cllr Allenby confirmed she would join the planning committee and Cllr Hogg agreed to become the Finance Chair.

23. Correspondence. 
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting: 

The following were highlighted:
· Removal of plastic tree protectors request was approved.
· The Great Big Green week was highlighted. 

· The Historical Society concerns over the war memorial were noted and Cllr Blake agreed to reassure them.

· The complaints on the grass were noted. However, the rural nature of the cemetery would be highlighted on a noticeboard within the Lychgate in due course. 
· Bin quotes had been received and the Council agreed to provide a Biffa recycling and landfill bin at the pavilion.
· Tidy up day – The Clerk was asked to write to the volunteers to thank them.

24. Finance 

(i) To accept risk assessment. 

This was deferred to the Finance Meeting. 

(ii) To accept bank reconciliation.

Unanimously approved.

(iii) To accept account summary 2021/22.

Unanimously approved.

(iv) To approve expenditure as itemised on the schedule.

The list as circulated for £29183.81 was unanimously approved
25. To consider tree scheme for the Recreation Ground. 
The Clerk updated the Council on the volunteer group and tree grant for November planting on the Rec and the Cemetery and Cllr Blake reported on the Climate action group proposal for a September event with limited planting at Chelwood Gate. 

The Council approved up to £500 for miscellaneous expenditure for these events.  
Cllr Lewer, the Clerk and the Climate Group would liaise on the location and logistics prior to planting at the Cemetery and the Rec. 
The Clerk would continue to investigate wild flower planting. 

26. To consider recent events with road safety and previous actions agreed by the Council. 

Clerk and Cllr Macleod reported on the response from ESCC following the recent serious collision. 

The Council agreed to request up to date costings on the gateways and a final response from ESCC once the police report was available.
27. To consider telephone box adoption and use. 

It was agreed  unanimously to leave the exisiting box in situ in Fletching and not move it and adopt the Danehill one as and when it was offered. 
28. To receive update on Memorial Garden project and consider any expenditure requests.


The Chair reported on work completed at the garden and the request from the volunteers to get a paid gardener. The likely costs were outlined at £1000 to the autumn.
The Council agreed unanimously to fund this from the project reserves and review this and the budget for 2022/23 in the Autumn.

29. To receive update on Cemetery project and consider any expenditure requests. 

The Clerk updated the Council on progress to date. It was hoped the Council would have a final plan in the autumn. 

There was a resource matter, in regards, to the Clerks time and this and logistics of the ongoing digitalisation of the map were noted. 

30. To consider lighting quotes for the pavilion. 

The quotes had been distributed prior to the meeting.

The Council agreed to proceed unanimously up to a cost of £2300.00 including VAT pending clarification on the specification. 
31. To consider planting schemes and costs – copper beeches, regreening. 

The Council considered the reports and quotes received.

The Council agreed unanimously to proceed with remedial works £4200.00 plus VAT subject to clarification on the specification. 

The Council agreed unanimously to proceed with planting works of £1650.00 plus VAT.
32. To consider setting up a working party for a 2022 community / jubilee celebration. 

The Council discussed possible ways to celebrate.

The Council agreed to consider coinciding this with the Ashdown Weekend  (2nd – 5th June.) If this were possible then the Council would be represented by Cllr Allenby. If not possible the Council would need to establish a working party at the next meeting,
