63. Matters Arising. 
· Bollard lighting – The delay was on the supply of the lights. It was hoped these would be installed shortly.
· Improvements to village entrance signs in Danehill – The Clerk was chasing ESCC and would revert shortly with an updated cost. The 30mph signs were obscured by foliage and the Clerk would action the hedge cutting and branch removal when appropriate. 

· Memorial Garden – Mike Mulford’s gardeners have agreed to work for £15 per hour. The Council agreed to employ them for 4 hours a week till the end of November and then review the situation. 
· Tree works – The Clerk was asked to get some costs and ideas for protecting the new trees being planted in November and report back.

The Climate Group were tasked with reporting some verges for rewilding for the Council to consider in due course.
