Minutes of public meeting prior to the Danehill Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 15th September 2021 held at Chelwood Gate Hall at 7:30pm

Emma Fulham Clerk to the Council was present.           

Cllr Galley reported on progress with the local plan. It was likely to be out in draft in the Spring and published in 2023 but there was a lot to do before then.
Community grants were being issued by WDC the Clerk would highlight them via the Council media. 

The Village Market with the green initiative was on the 18th of September. 

He reported he had received a complaint on the parking situation on Beaconsfield Road. 
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38. To accept apologies for absence.
T. Blake (TB) – Holiday.
39. Declarations of pecuniary and disclosable interests in respect of matters to be discussed.
RL, NM and RW were all members of the Social Club. RW was also a committee member. 
40. To consider co-option to the Council.

`This item was deferred. The need for co-option was highlighted. 

41. To Approve Minutes from Parish Council meeting held on 14th July 2021.
Unanimously approved and signed as true record.
42. Matters Arising. 
Pavilion lights – The spec had been agreed and the Clerk had confirmed this to the PC and confirmed instructions to the contractor. These should be installed in September. 
The response from ESCC re speeding was noted. The Clerk was asked to chase ESCC for an update on costs for A275 improvements. 

43. Correspondence. 
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting:

· The proposed diversion of footpath 33e had received opposition and WDC confirmed the applicant would not be proceeding with the application.
44. Finance 

(i) To accept external auditor report 2020/21

Proposed by RL and seconded by NH and unanimously accepted.

(ii) To accept risk assessment.
This item was deferred.
Mitigation comments were required and would be agreed at the Finance Committee. 
(iii) To accept bank reconciliation.
This item was deferred to the Finance Committee. 

(iv) To accept account summary 2021/22

Proposed by RL and seconded by NH and unanimously approved.
The trees and memorial garden were highlighted as know and necessary overspends. 

(v) To approve expenditure as itemised on the schedule.

The list as circulated for £29183.81 was unanimously approved
(vi) To consider grant applications – Wealden CAB and Social Club. 

The Council considered the applications in turn. 
The Council agreed to defer the decision on the grant to the Social Club to enable a discussion when there was a quorate of non-members present and to allow the finance committee to examine the accounts further. 

The £250.00 grant to CAB was proposed by RL and seconded by TM and unanimously approved. 
45. To receive an update on the memorial wall. 

The Clerk reported on the current position on quotes and the insurance process. Further updates would be circulated as soon as possible to ensure progress was made. Costs and liability needed approval before works could commence. 
The Clerk was asked to request advice on liability and clearance. 
46. To consider tree scheme update for the Recreation Ground. 

Tree donations worth approximately £2000 had been secured. The planting would be arranged with a volunteer group and advertised to the community. The trees would be delivered on 18th November and the Clerk would arrange some site visits to confirm planting sites. 
The Council would consider protective fencing at the next meeting. 
47. To consider further tree works at Chelwood Gate Memorial Garden and associated costs.

Works were agreed at a cost of £550.00.00 plus VAT to remove the dead trees. 

The Clerk was asked to query the other works and get a quote for the rabbit fence removal. It was agreed to get a quote to reshape the beech hedge.
48. To receive update on Memorial Garden project.

The Clerk reported she had asked the cemetery gardener if they can help provide some gardening cover. The Clerk had also advertised for a gardener on Facebook. The Clerk had arranged for the tree surgeons to drop some chippings there to supress weeds and told Mrs Bowes Cricks of the plans.
The Lectern board is now up at the entrance.
The Clerk would continue to advertise for a  gardener and liaise with Mike Mulford re gardening. 

49. To receive update on Cemetery project and consider any expenditure requests. 

The mapping is mainly complete on the ground. The project now needs to be input onto the software and photos taken and then the map can go on website and new noticeboard etc.. 

The Council agreed an action plan to finalise and agreed data input costs for an administrator up to £500.00. Proposed by RL seconded by NH and unanimously approved. 

50. To consider planting schemes and costs – copper beeches further to previous decision.

The previous quote will not guarantee trees, so the Council agreed to review the quotes again.
The Council decided to continue with the original quote and accept the risk and continue with the quote for £1650.00 plus VAT. 
The Council also agreed to remove a dead cherry tree at a cost of £480.00 plus VAT. 
51. To consider rewilding verges / ESCC initiative for 2022. 

The Clerk had contacted ESCC and awaited a response as to how to action, costs options etc. 
The Council agreed to defer the decision until further information was available. 
52. To receive an update on a possible jubilee celebration. 

Cllr Allenby reported that the Ashdown Weekend would be happy to arrange a combined event for the jubilee weekend. Various possible activities were outlined, and more detail would be produced in due course. 
The idea of a ‘green canopy’ for the Jubillee was also noted in conjunction with the tree planting on the Rec. 

53. To consider update on rec purchase. 

The Clerk reported on the progress to date. Things were moving along well and should be completed in 2021. The Clerk reported on the charity status of the Fletching fund and the need to close this down to release funds for the purchase of the freehold. 
The Council agreed to employ Surrey Hills Solicitor at costs up to £600 plus VAT to dissolve the Fletching fund Charity. The Clerk was also asked to finalise the matter of the access formally with the solicitor.

New volunteers welcome. 
RW reported on the newsletter – This had been delayed but would be issued later this month. Some of the email addresses had expired so a campaign to get new subscribers and tidy up the list would be undertaken. 
RL reported the freezer has been removed from the Rec. 
RL reported he wanted a site visit with the Clerk / Contractor to review the Jubillee play structures. 

RL reported the gate to pavilion needs repair to fix the hinge.
