Minutes of public meeting prior to the Danehill Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 10th November 2021 held at Chelwood Gate Village Hall at 7:30pm

Cllr Galley was absent for the public section although his report was noted, and the PC meeting was  briefly suspended for him to run through the report in person.
Public: There were public concerns raised on parking in Stone Quarry Road. The Council agreed to raise the matter in a future newsletter. The Council were reminded that any dangerous parking should be reported to 101 for Sussex Police to attend. 
There were also concerns raised on the recent series of forest meetings and the promotion and advertising of these meetings. It was felt the meetings could have been better promoted with posters ahead of time and the Clerk was asked to feed this back to the Conservators.

75. Declarations of pecuniary and disclosable interests in respect of matters to be discussed.
The Chair reminded Cllrs to declare when necessary. 
76. To consider co-option to the Council.
Cllr Lewis proposed Claire French seconded by Cllr Hogg and unanimously appointed. Cllr French signed her acceptance of office in the presence of the Clerk. 
Cllr Lewis proposed Joan Stott seconded by Cllr Martin and unanimously appointed. Cllr Stott signed her acceptance of office in the presence of the Clerk. 

77. To Approve Minutes from Parish Council meeting held on 20th October 2021.
Cllr Lewis proposed the minutes Cllr Hogg seconded the minutes and they were unanimously approved and signed as true record.
78. Matters Arising. 
The following were highlighted: 

· Bollard lighting – The supply issues were remedied, and the lighting would be installed shortly. 

· New tree protection – The solutions were outlined. The Council agreed that the deer proofing was prohibitively expensive, and that replacement trees and strategic planting would be a more sustainable option. 
· Social Club grant – The Clerk had requested further information from the club. The Council could consider it either by granting dispensations or by most Cllrs not having an interest to declare when the item is reviewed again.
· Jubillee event – The Clerk was still waiting for a formal request for funding. Cllr Allenby to provide this for the next meeting. 
· Rec Purchase – The update was noted. The boundary information was still outstanding. It was hoped the transaction would be completed shortly. 
· A275 – signage and speed limits – The Clerk was still waiting for ESCC to confirm costs for gateways she asked Cllr Galley to help get this information. The roadside hedge had been cut and it was now apparent there was some disparity on speed limits and signage as you arrive in Danehill. The Clerk would report this back to ESCC to improve the signage. 
79. Correspondence.
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting. 
The following were highlighted: 

· The parking consultation. The Council considered this and agreed a solution to the funding crisis was required. There was a concern over the parking locally from those wishing to avoid the charge and the Council felt that locals should get a heavily discounted annual pass if the scheme were to progress. The Clerk would respond with those comments.
· Grass cutting scheduling and regreening plans were noted. 

· Tennis Court maintenance – This maintenance had not been completed as planned and had now been chased and the Clerk reported works should be completed immediately. 
· The request for a branch clearance at Jubillee Green was reviewed and although there were some thoughts this was a BT responsibility it was agreed to remove this as a community gesture of good will at a cost of £120.00.

The proposed precept request for a 3% increase in 2022/23 on the current year 2021/22 totalling £103238 was proposed by Cllr Hogg seconded by Cllr Lewis and was unanimously approved. 
81. To receive an update on the memorial wall. 
The Clerk reported on the current process. 
The Council agreed expediting the works was a priority. The Clerk would continue to chase, and any expenditure would be brought back to the Council for approval. 

The Council agreed that there were no further risks for remembrance following the damage to the wall as the wall when it was in place could not prevent you falling off the memorial ground and the damage was visually obvious. The Council would ask the Vicar to highlight the wall to those present at the service.

The Clerk reported on the status. It was hoped to finalise the project by the new year.
