
DANEHILL PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the public meeting preceding the Council meeting held on Thursday 19th October 2017, at Danehill School. 
Present: T. Blake (TB), C. Crouch (CC), A. Goodburn (AG), D. Birchell (DB), A. Pattison (AP), A. Martorana (AM) and R. Lewis (RL).
In addition there were also members of the public present. 
Emma Fulham Clerk to the Council was in attendance. 
The Chairperson of the Parish Council, Andrew Goodburn (AG), opened the meeting at 7:30pm.
Presentation from the Conservators of Ashdown Forest. 
There was a presentation from the Conservators of Ashdown Forest to request funding from the Council. There were questions over the budget surplus and other funding sources. The Conservators answered questions and also thanked DPC for their interest and attendance at meetings. 
The Chair asked for a public show of hands for support for funding the Forest. There was a show in favour with some abstentions / against. 
The Chair thanked the Conservators for their time. 
Public
There were no questions from the public. 
Report from Cllr Galley: 
He reported on the recent seven thousand strong petitions in Peacehaven against congestion highlighting congestion as a major issue for people. 
He outlined the new increase in total funding for the national school funding formula although details were yet to emerge the total to be shared was increased although he thought smaller schools may not benefit as much of the formulae relied on the number of children. 
He reported on the new waste contract to be implemented from 2019. Glass and recycling would be mixed. He asked for input on whether garden waste bins should charged for or an increase in council tax should be made to keep the service free of additional charge. There was a general public consensus that additional charging would raise bonfire and fly tipping issues. 
He raised the problems of police not enforcing street parking contraventions and the current consultation on charging for on street parking and providing parking wardens. 
Report from Cllr Roundell – No Report available (Apologies received) 
The public meeting closed at 8:35pm and the Parish Council meeting commenced.

There were also members of the public present. 
Emma Fulham Clerk to the Council was in attendance. 
55. To accept apologies and reason for absence.
N. Macleod (NM) – Abroad / Work
56. To receive Declarations of pecuniary and declarable Interests from members in respect of any matter on the agenda.
The Chairman reminded Cllrs to declare when necessary. 
57. To approve as a true record and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 28th September 2017.
Proposed by AM seconded by TB and unanimously approved. 
58. To deal with matters arising from the minutes of the meeting held on 28th September 2017. 
Fingerposts – Some had been completed – The Clerk was asked to continue to keep pressure on contractor to complete the works. 
Burial Ground - The contractors sought for the burial ground seemed unable to help or unwilling to quote. 
The Clerk was asked to get the steps cleaned of moss and then get smaller quotes for the path renewal and completion of the wall. 
War Memorial posts – The Clerk had instructed a contractor to replace damaged posts and this work should be completed shortly.
59. Correspondence List.  
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting. Further items received and items of note were highlighted. 
Yellow lines – TB and AG were meeting Mr and Mrs Owen on Monday at 4pm. The process would go to committee if they did not withdraw their concerns; however there was a significant number in favour of concluding the matter. The Clerk would follow this meeting and process up with ESCC. 
Wildflower verges – The Council understood the implications of planting the verges rather than cutting them. There was no formal consultation on this yet as yet. 
Fairfax Developments  request to meet – Cllr Galley confirmed this application was a non starter due to proximity to the Forest and as such the Parish Council decided to not waste time meeting the applicants until such time as was necessary. 
Sheelagh Gilliam correspondence re speeding was noted. The Clerk provided an update on the installation of the SID. 
60.Finance.
(i) To report on account year to date 2017/18
AP reported on the account which had been circulated prior to the meeting.  The account was tracking to budget. 
There were no further queries. 
(ii) To accept expenditure list. 
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting totalling £3108.74. 
This list was unanimously approved. 
61. To consider PAT testing proposal. 
The Clerk confirmed SSALC do not hire equipment as advised to TB. 
TB confirmed he was happy to service local facilities and a cost to hire the equipment could be agreed when required. 
62. To consider the Forest Conservators request for funding £1000 per annum for two years. 
There was a discussion on the reserves and the needs of the Forest for additional funds.
The Council reconfirmed its support of the Forest however required more information on the reserves and would consider funding when considering its grants for 2018. 
The Clerk was asked to thank the Conservators for their time and request more information for the Council to consider in due course. 
(Cllr Galley left the meeting).
63. To receive Highways proposals update. 
There had been delays from ESCC re licensing locations for the speed indicator device. After a complaint it had been hoped that this would now be expedited and granted. However the Clerk reported it had still not been completed and she had been told by Ian Johnson (ESCC) it was delayed due to time pressures. 
The Clerk was asked to continue to chase ESCC and copy in Cllr Galley. 
The feasibility study had been paid for School Lane. However ESCC now confirmed they should have invoiced for VAT and this was needed prior to progressing. 
The Council agreed to pay this £100 (which was reclaimable from HMRC) immediately to progress matters.                                                                  
64. To receive facilities review updates and consider next steps
The report had been published and put on the website and face book. 
A working party had met – AG, AM, AP and RL to draw out the conclusions which mainly centred on improvements of current facilities rather than any vision for new facilities. 
Firstly some short term improvements were planned and being actioned such as lighting the path from the car park to Danehill Hall and roundabout repairs. 
The group would then organise a short survey to the Parish with longer term options and any large expenditure would require an electoral mandate. 
The response to the Danehill Hall Committee was agreed as follows: no imminent change in position on funding from the Council and in the meantime the Committee should prioritise work as they chose. 
65.To receive reports from Parish Councillors.
CC reported on the market surgery on 18th November. AP agreed to man the stand. 
CC reported on Wealdlink response to the possibility of a bus service to Uckfield School (raised in facility review consultation) – Currently not possible.
CC reported on progress with the emergency plan database. 
CC reported on Ashdown Forest bird box cameras to spot and prevent car park crime. 
DB reported on the coffee morning  and other fundraising highlights for the Chelwood Gate Hall and highlighted the quiz on 18th November. 
AM reported on the preparation for a Christmas newsletter which could go out mid December. 
RL reported on moss treatment on the tennis courts and the reseeding works on Jubilee Green which seemed successful. 
RL reported on the need for a permanent fix on the bridge near the pump house. 
RL reported on his liaison with the rangers over rhodedendrum reduction plan. 
TB reported on recent planning objections from the planning committee. 
AG reported on the tree stump and rubble removal at the burial ground. 
66. To consider meeting schedule dates and locations for 2018.
The Council had previously agreed to meet in DHMH alternately with CGVH if available. A schedule had been supplied to Cllrs prior to the meeting providing changes to dates, days and locations. It was agreed alternate would be good but not in the Committee Room at Danehill. If the main hall was available then those dates would be agreed if not then the dates could remain but the meetings might not be in alternate locations but it was felt just so long as several were accommodated at Danehill then the schedule would be accepted. 
The Clerk would contact the halls to confirm arrangements and then circulate dates and locations.
