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DANEHILL PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the public meeting preceding the Council meeting held on Thursday 30th November 2017, at Chelwood Gate Village Hall. 
Present: T. Blake (TB), A. Goodburn (AG), D. Birchell (DB), A. Pattison (AP), N. Macleod (NM) and R. Lewis (RL).
In addition, there were also members of the public present. 
Emma Fulham Clerk to the Council was in attendance. 
The Chairperson of the Parish Council, Andrew Goodburn (AG), opened the meeting at 7:30pm.
Report from Cllr Galley: 
He reported on the funding formulae for schools and although ESCC has more funding it is per pupil and so small rural schools may be worse off in 2018/19. He will report on more information shortly. 
He reported on the poor school attendance and the recent get a grip campaign which has not been well received. Despite the tone of the campaign the issue of attendance remains a real problem. 
From WDC he reported on recent reports of responsibility claims on chemical stores. The responsibility lies with landowners and Hailsham has already been cleared. 
From 2019 householders will be charged for green refuse. The likely charge will be £52 per annum. 
Report from Cllr Roundell – He had nothing further to report from WDC. He answered queries on recent planning applications and explained WDC decisions on Brabies Farm and Mill Farm. 
Public:
There was a query over recycling profits – Cllr Galley responded with further information on the process. 
Lesley Bose and others raised some concerns raised over parking availability and visibility at the planned development at Walders although welcomed the redevelopment and tidying of the site. 
Mike Fishlock raised concerns over the funds he stated as stolen by the previous council and he wished to see returned. He raised concerns over the current timescale for deciding the precept and the previous question on the matter in the last Christmas newsletter. He requested a public vote on next year’s precept. The Chair confirmed the process and timescale for the Finance Committee and PC to meet to decide on the precept. The Chair confirmed any public consultation would be in the new year and would consider the facilities review and future of reserves held by the Council.  
Mike Fishlock queried the independence of the Facility Review. The Chairman confirmed it was conducted by Action in Rural Sussex and all the findings were recorded unchanged and analysed by them. The Chairman confirmed the Council would do a follow up questionnaire in the new year.
Mike Fishlock asked how many hours the Clerk was employed for and the Clerk confirmed 12 hours per week.
Mike Fishlock also asked for a reply re a tree survey query the Clerk confirmed she had responded previously but would resend the reply. 
There were queries on the speed devices and this was clarified as fixed devices rather than hand held devices.

68. To accept apologies and reason for absence.
C. Crouch (CC) and A. Martorana (AM).
69.  To receive Declarations of pecuniary and declarable Interests from members in respect of any matter on the agenda.
The Chairman reminded Cllrs to declare when necessary. 
70.  To approve as a true record and sign the minutes of the meeting held on 19th October 2017.
Proposed by AP seconded by NM and unanimously approved and signed by the Chairman.
71.  To deal with matters arising from the minutes of the meeting held on 19th October 2017. 
Fingerposts – ongoing. The Clerk had requested the materials back from the current contractor and instructed another contractor to quote. 
War Memorial works – completed.
Yellow Lines – there was a WDC planning meeting on 14/12/17 Cllrs Roy Galley and NM would be attendance to support the initiative. 

Forest funding – AP and AG would meet the finance officer on Friday 1/12/17 to get more information on the funds held by the Forest Conservators. 
Meeting dates – These were all confirmed and published on the website. 
72. Correspondence List.  
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting. Further items had been received and items of note were highlighted including the increased funding item from the Church for the Youth Worker and the maintenance queries on Pepper Alley. 
(i) To ratify Pension Discretions document.
This had been circulated. This was deferred until AP could review.
73.Finance.
(i) To report on account year to date 2017/18
AP reported on the account which had been circulated prior to the meeting.  The account was tracking to budget with a small surplus. It was noted several invoices had not been received. 
(ii) To accept expenditure list. 
This had been circulated prior to the meeting with a few additions at the meeting the list totalling £8456.62 was unanimously approved. 
74. To approve expenditure on Danehill Recreation Ground to cut the roadside of hedge at Danehill £ 400. To then level the ground and create a path 40m long x 1.1m wide, lay wooden edging, a geotextile membrane and 100mm depth of MOT type 1 compacted and rolled would be £ 1600. All prices are plus vat.

This quote was unanimously approved. 
75.  To approve planned burial ground expenditure 
(i) Path – Cost TBC 
(ii) Wall / Step and handrail repairs £250.00	
After some discussion the following quote was approved unanimously:
To install 8 sleeper steps and fill behind each / resurface with tarmac would be £ 1360.
To replace missing capping bricks on walls of steps (4m), and replace metal handrail on northern-most wall (14m) £ 770.
The Clerk would continue to seek quotes for the wall bordering the A275. 
76. To receive Highways proposals update. 
NM provided an update on the current situation with ESCC and licensing. He would source the information to send to ESCC to progress the license. 
The Clerk would continue to chase ESCC re the feasibility study for School Lane. 
77. To receive facilities review update and expenditure plans.
RL outlined the current position. 
A questionnaire would be devised and sent out in the early part of 2018 and several outline costs were being sought. 
(i) Path from Carpark to Hall lighting £2152.86 (No VAT payable)
The Parish Council unanimously approved this subject to more information on the specification – RL and TB to confirm it was acceptable. 
78. To receive reports from Parish Councillors.
DB reported on the recent CGVH meeting and possible reuse of the Parish Council office. 
RL reported on the possible vagrant living in Jubilee Woods. 
TB reported on his recent visit to a community led housing workshop. 
Mike Fishlock (Tree Warden) reported a dead tree and the Council agreed to pay up to £500 to remove it subject to consents. 
RL left the meeting 9:30pm.
79. To ratify planning minutes.
Duly ratified and TB outlined the main decisions. 
80. To consider newly submitted planning applications 
Application No. WD/2017/2267/F 
Location: WALDERS, STONE QUARRY ROAD, CHELWOOD GATE, RH17 7LP Description: ALTERATIONS TO EXISTING DWELLING, INCLUDING MODIFICATIONS TO INTERNAL LAYOUT AND EXTERNAL LANDSCAPING WORKS, WITH THE ADDITION OF A SINGLE GARAGE SEPARATE FROM THE MAIN BUILDING
The Parish Council supports the application for the dwelling however has concerns over the garage and the impact on access for the neighboring properties and would like to see this amended instead to provide more off-street parking for Walders as Stone Quarry Road is already congested with on road parking.
