Planning Meeting Minutes 10th October and decisions were duly ratified unanimously.

Application No. WD/2022/2279/F Location: HIGHFIELD, CHURCH LANE, DANEHILL, RH17 7EY Description: PROPOSED CONVERSION OF EXISTING OUTBUILDING INTO HABITABLE ACCOMMODATION, PROPOSED SINGLE STOREY EXTENSION TO LINK THE PROPOSED CONVERTED OUTBUILDING TO THE EXISTING LODGE, PROPOSED SINGLE STORY SIDE EXTENSION TO REPLACE THE EXISTING OUTSIDE TOILET AND UNDERCOVER AREA, CHANGE OF PART OF REAR ROOF FROM HIP END TO GABLE END, REPLACEMENT OF EXISTING GROUND FLOOR FLAT ROOFS INTO PITCH ROOFS AND INTERNAL ALTERATIONS OF THE EXISTING GARAGE AND STORAGE AREAS INTO HABITABLE ACCOMMODATION.

The Parish Council objected to the previous application and whilst the scale of the extensions are now more reasonable in size the Council still objects to the revised application as the link extension is very visible in the conservation area and this is over development of the plot. The Council would want conditions to ensure the design is in keeping with the main dwelling if Wealden were minded to approve.

DWELLINGS, PROVISION OF NEW VEHICULAR ACCESSES, LANDSCAPING AND OTHER ASSOCIATED INFRASTRUCTURE). LAND WEST OF TANYARD LANE, CHELWOOD GATE, RH17 7LY – APPROVED 
53. To establish a human resources committee, terms of reference and membership.

57. To consider solution for a ramp at the pavilion and associated costs. 

The Council agreed to purchase a temporary ramp for the Pavilion as proposed by the Clerk and builder. NH to revert re correct sizing for order. 
58. To consider memorial for Elizabeth II.
The Council considered a tree but a bench was also considered the Clerk would revert with some options.

60. Councillor Reports. 
Cllr Martin reported on the first meeting of Wealdlink parishes since Covid. He highlighted the use of possible school use of the Wealdlink buses. A new bus was being arranged but there is a shortage of supply. Useage remains the same. A 10% increase in parish contributions was agreed. 
Cllr Martin reported on the newly planted trees on the Rec. The dead trees should be cleared out and some tidying needs to be resolved. The Clerk would report 
Cllr Martin reported that on 21st November the charges would be active for 

Cllr Stott reported on the Rights of Way and Footpath Group. They have spent 40 hours since the last report. They are hoping to clear bracken weather dependent. They would like to hear from parishioners with any footpath issues Mike King was available as a contact 01825 740585. 
Cllr Stott wanted to find out more about the resurrection of the outreach post office. The Clerk had received some information which she would circulate.
