67. Correspondence.

The list was accepted and there was no further action required. 

The following were highlighted: 

· The wall repairs were almost complete. The Clerk was asked to source bulbs to replant, and Cllrs Hogg and Coley would form a working party to plant them. 
· The post office reopening was noted and welcomed. 

· Commonwealth war grave signage had been approved and the Clerk had now arranged signage at both entrances. This would be completed by the Commonwealth war graves within the year.
· Parking concerns on Beaconsfield Road were noted especially with the parking charges due to commence on the Forest. The Clerk had advised reporting to the Police and also would flag the matter to the PCSO for review when in the area.

72. To consider memorial for Elizabeth II.

The Council agreed unanimously to purchase a memorial bench at a cost of £1296.00 plus delivery and VAT and to place it at the top of the Rec. 
73. To consider update on Chelwood Gate Village Green. 

The Clerk had chased the solicitor about the green and the rights of ways and liabilities and she would revert shortly with a method to regularise the matter. 
The solicitor would also look into the ownership of the track behind the war memorial ground. 

74. Councillor Reports. 

Cllr Blake reported on the dips on the memorial ground. These need filling ASAP. The Clerk would contact the contractor to resolve the issue ASAP. 
75. Items for Reporting or Inclusion in Future Agendas.

Cllr Stott chased up the matter of the ramp. Cllr Hogg would look at the options and revert with an option for the Clerk to purchase. 

An appraisal appointment was required – Cllrs Hogg and Coley to action. 
Robin Wood’s memorial plaque had been ordered for the memorial post at Chelwood Gate.
