The Danehill Memorial Hall representative reported the posts in the hall car park need replacing as they are rotten. He requested the Parish Council replace them at the cost of the Council. The Chair of the Parish Council suggested possible tree stumps could be used but this idea was not welcomed in the first instance by the hall. 
He then highlighted the autumn film shows. There was a question on profit and loss of previous shows and he reported that they were break even events. 
The Golden Crocodile pantomime video from many decades ago had been found and cleaned up and would be broadcast soon. 
The current years pantomime is Robin Hood and will involve public participation and dressing up from the audience. 
The hall would provide a report for the parishioner that would highlight future events.

He reported that ESCC had met this week and he had received a full report on activities and finance. 
Children education and health plans needs continued to increase in terms of needs and costs. 
The improved 28 million pound budget for highways was agreed at the meeting. 
The Uckfield Leisure Centre lease has been offered to Wealden District Council from County which would hopefully extend the continued opening for residents.

Cllr Blake reported on the reply from WDC regarding the certificate of lawfulness application for continued use at the old Llama Park and the concerns the Council had raised about permanent large scale parking which were not part of a continued use of office and conference activities.

After some discussion it was agreed that the Council did not have adequate room for the initiative and asked the Clerk to request they consider smaller scale planting or that they should get involved in the memorial garden shrub planting or the wild flower meadow initiative.

Cllr Blake reported on the WDALC meeting and the delays on housing numbers and input into the Local Plan. South East Water disruption for supply in 2022 was noted and planning would not be limited for water supply issues. There was some blame directed at OFWAT for capping rates for lack of investment in infrastructure. 

Bio diversity net gain would be considered for planning condition by WDC and that Parish Councils liaise with AIRS. Cllr Hogg had requested more information from AIRS.
