District Report – Cllr Coleman reported on the Wealden District Council strategy vision statement that has been approved by full council. It will continue to be a working document. 
A motion on water cleanliness for WDC to work closely with the environmental agency had also been approved. 
The Hailsham Sports Club development was approved this would be funded by CIL and FA funding. Any profits will be forwarded as community outreach projects to fund sport activities for less funded clubs and associations.

County Report – Cllr Galley report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
ESCC will be consulting on transport plan to vision transport plans up to 2050. 
There has been concerns raised about animal deaths on the road near the open grazing area between the cattle grids. He would be looking to meet with the conservators to discuss safety on the road.

76. To receive Declarations of pecuniary and declarable Interests from members in respect of any matter on the agenda.
The Chair reminded the Council to declare interests when necessary.


77. To Approve Minutes from Parish Council meeting held on 18th October 2023. 
Unanimously approved as a true record and signed by the Chair.

78. Matters Arising.
The Chair highlighted the wild flower meadow initiative. This was approved in principle but was part of the formal budget approval process. 

79. Correspondence. 
The list had been circulated prior to the meeting. 

There were a few items to action.
· 80th Anniversary of D-Day 2024 and remembrance poppy display in 2023. 
The Council would review this as an agenda item in January. The Clerk was asked to revert to the parishioner and see if they wished to be involved and was asked to contact the halls to see if the halls had any events planned. 

· Dog poo complaint from a Church Lane resident was noted. The Clerk was asked to respond to the complaint and refer the matter to WDC. 

· The memorial hall request for funding for the pantomime was outlined. The Council outlined a form of approval for some part funding up to £300 pending further clarification from the Hall Committee and the Chair was delegated responsibility to resolve these queries direct and report back. 
· The NALC salary scale revision was duly noted. 


80. Finance

The schedule for £5545.89 had been circulated and was unanimously approved.

(v) To consider priorities for 2024 /25 budget planning / business plan. 
Priorities and outline budgets were discussed. 
The Council agreed to defer this matter. 
(vi) To consider precept / budget proposal for 2024/25. 
The draft budget had been circulated and after some discussion.
The Council agreed unanimously to approve the budget proposal as circulated and to increase the precept by 5% for 2024/25.

(vii) To consider CCLA investment £2500.00
The proposal had been circulated and the Council considered the proposal. 

The Council agreed unanimously to approve an investment in CCLA for £25000.00.

81. To receive update on safety tests at the Cemetery.
The Clerk confirmed signage was in place in the cemetery and on noticeboards to alert visitors to the memorial safety notices and the laying down of some memorials.  The Clerk reported that the large memorials and large stone crosses had been laid down. 
The newer memorials were labelled and the Clerk would advise families when they visited. An article had been added to the local magazine and newsletter.

The Clerk confirmed the final tweaks to the software would be completed by the end of 2023 and the link to the mapping system would be added to the website. 
The Clerk would arrange the new signage and map images for display within the Lychgate as previously approved in the Spring.

The Clerk had circulated three quotes for replacement fencing. 
The quote for £2780.00 plus VAT was approved unanimously. 

The Clerk would continue to get repair costs for the equipment.

Night time noise nuisance is particularly disturbing and there is no acoustic impact report and this needs more information and needs to be addressed before the Council can fully support the application.

Whilst modest in size with 3 bedrooms, built to good environmental standards and located in an existing garden there are some aspects that are concerning as there appears to be little effort in providing any additional or offsetting the damage caused to the local biodiversity.  Trees are being removed but not replaced and this new dwelling will be totally out of character to the existing established dwellings and very visible from Tanyard Lane.  It is also a concern that there is no provision within the application to provide electric charging points and solar panels. The Parish Council currently will not support the application.
