Members of Public: 10 including County and District Cllrs. 
Malcolm Burrwood reported on the struggles Danehill Memorial Hall was experiencing with recruitment and retention for the Committee. Others also spoke about the possible issues and solutions but at this stage there was not a firm proposal at this stage. 
There were no further questions from the public.
District Report – Cllr Coleman reported on the Wealden District Council Local Plan and proposed housing numbers. A consultation on the Local Plan is available on the WDC website. She would forward a link for the Clerk to publish. 

County Report – Cllr Galley report had been circulated prior to the meeting. He updated the meeting on ESCC activities. The main issue was the budget which was tight and the Council would probably look to repeat the maximum increases allowed of 2.99% in the precept and 2% for adult social care. Even with these increases large reserves will be required to balance the budget even with the recently allocated central government funds. 
He was arguing that instead of reimbursing the reserves the government funds should be used for the highway infrastructure expenditure. 
He was concerned the Ashdown Business Park and the Owlsbury schemes were still being considered by the District. Cllr Coleman confirmed it was not in the plan but that it was there for a reason to ensure there was a community response against it.
