There was a question from the public about the communal recycling collections being removed. Cllr Coleman reported that it was a historical decision and predates her election.

She reported on the two sites which were not acceptable locally to her due to the impact on the Parish and surround areas.

124. To receive an update on the emergency plan – Cllr Bowes-Crick
This item was deferred as Cllr Bowes-Crick was unable to do this unaided so it would be deferred to the Clerk to resolve with Cllr Bowes-Crick later in 2024. 
125. To receive an update on the wild flower meadow project – Cllr Hogg
The information on the preparation works for the meadow project were outlined. 
The Chair took a vote over the use of chemicals to clear the area. There was vote of three against three in favour. The Chair did have a casting vote but after some discussion the Council agreed unanimously to not proceed with the project after all due to opposition on the clearing techniques and the further costs for non-chemical clearance and preparation. 
126. To review plan for ponds in Jubilee Wood. 
This item was deferred to a future meeting. 

127. To agree a response to WDC local plan consultation. 
The Chair of planning – Cllr Blake reported on the six possible sites outlined within the Parish submitted to WDC. All were currently deemed unsuitable for large scale development by WDC and their inclusion into the plan as it currently stands. 
The following sites had been discounted:
· Land at the rear of Coach and Horses Pub. 

· Field adjacent to the Police House. 

· Field in Freshfield Lane. 

· Field in Horsted Lane. 

· Sandy Lane. 
· Birch Farm 

WDC had an allocation of thirty-six dwellings within the Parish in the plan. Some of this would be formed from windfall development and some were already approved by WDC but not built. 
He finally outlined the sustainability and climate initiatives included within the plan. 
The Clerk was asked to respond to the plan consultation on behalf of the Council to confirm the opposition to the expansion of development near Uckfield and the extension to the business park.
