The four-year land supply has now been exceeded so that would stop developer pressure once that was officially confirmed. She reported that the new WDC leader is Rachael Millward (Green Party.) Finally she reported that WDC is planning on spending CIL money on sports facility improvements later this year. 

County Report – Cllr Galley reported on the delays to the A275 works due to Goldbridge works. There was some dismay about the delays as the potholes are getting progressively worse. He also reported on his officiating on Citizenship duties.
