Public Meeting

Members of Public: Six members of the public also in attendance was District Cllr Coleman. 
There was a member of the public who reported an issue of damage to the tennis courts. The Clerk reported that quotes were being sought and the Council were aware. There was also a concern raised over parking at the Rec when the Junior Football Club were playing which was made worse by the retained recycling bays which had not been removed by WDC when they removed the recycling facility. The Chair agreed the Council could consider options on this in due course. 
There was a member of the public who reported hedge issues on Stone Quarry Road. The Clerk confirmed ESCC should take action if it is reported to them and the householder does not take action when requested. 

The Report from the District Councillor were heard during the Parish Council Meeting but detailed as below: 

County Report – Cllr Galley report sent by email in his absence. 
District Report – Cllr Coleman provided an update which included: that significant time is being spent on the NPPF consultation and the implications of future implementation – the deadline for which is 24th September. The current housing target for Wealden is set at 1,186, and a potential new target will be 1,397.  There were implications for the Local plan and the planned 5-year land supply plan.
WDC has received £3.5m in grant funding for a community sports hub near Hailsham, with the project aiming to be completed in January 2026. 

A local Nature Recovery Strategy consultation is live – It was agreed the Clerk would circulate.
Finally she highlighted a talk at Cumnor School on regenerative farming on 7th October, tickets could be arranged via the school office.

Appeal Decision: WD/2023/1130/FA - LAND WEST OF TANYARD LANE, CHELWOOD GATE, RH17 7LY - The appeal is DISMISSED dated 13/09/2024
Precis of Issues

· In 2021, outline permission1 was granted for the erection of four dwellings along with a new vehicular access, landscaping and other associated infrastructure. A reserved matters permission2 was subsequently granted on 17 October 2022 for matters of appearance, layout and scale. My attention has also been drawn to another reserved matters permission which was granted in November 20233 , after the submission of this appeal. 

· The appeal proposal seeks to vary the approved plans condition of the October 2022 reserved matters approval so as to allow changes to the approved layout and detailed design. The proposed changes would have the effect of increasing the footprint and height of the dwellings and their location within the site would mean that they would be closer to the street and side boundaries than the approved dwellings. There would be changes in bulk particularly at roof level compared to the approved scheme, along with alterations to the detailed design and materials. 

· The 2023 permission maintains the building line along Tanyard Lane, retains a single gable to the street facades and has a more recessive roof form than the appeal proposal. 

· The existence of the 2022 and 2023 reserved matters schemes provides two fallback positions which could be implemented. Given the appellant indicates that the 2022 scheme was applied for by the previous owners of the site, I accept that this would be less likely than the 2023 scheme to be implemented. Nevertheless each scheme provides an alternative way of developing the site which the Council regards as appropriate. 

· In light of the above, the main issue is the effect of the development upon the character and appearance of the surrounding area, including whether it would conserve or enhance the High Weald National Landscape.

All DPC decisions were unanimously ratified. 
(vii) Councillor Reports. 

Cllr Coley reported an overview of the outreach project and proposal for funding – This was referred to the Finance meeting. 

Cllr Blake reported on the proposal for a carbon footprint free survey which the Council has no objection to. He also outlined the Climate Committee recent actions. 
Cllr Blake reported on the non compliant sewage discharges at the Danehill Waste Water Treatment Works. Cllr Coleman reported on project Ripple and the hope this could also be used in regards the Ouse as well as the Medway. 
Cllr Blake outlined the request for parking on the Rec. The Council considered it and refused it on the basis of insurance and risk assessment.
