Public – The applicants of the Spring Rise planning application were present and spoke in support of their application. 

County Report – Cllr Galley had given his apologies. By email he reported that the Highway Steward and him had toured round last week. The stretch of the A275 up to Cumnor is a priority but it isn’t yet programmed in. He is pressing for this to be done.
There is a footpath from the War Memorial end of Church Lane to the cemetery steps and this is very overgrown. Hopefully it will now be cleared.

He had also raised again the safety and speeding issues in the centre of the village with the Road Safety team. There is a County wide review going on at present and he is hopeful of more safety measures in Danehill. We can’t expect a camera or pedestrian crossing but we can hope for some improvements.

District Report – Cllr Coleman’s report was taken after point 91 at 7:50pm as she arrived after the public session had concluded. 
There was now a 4.5 year land supply the NPPF consultation was due to completed mid December and this would be reflected in the new local plan and a partial reg 18 consultation on new sites would be required. 

18 appeals had taken place with only 2 being successful reflecting well on the planning department. 

The Big Conversation event is on 3rd December and she hoped some participants from the Parish could attend. 

Community Orchard grant had agreed 8 new orchards to be created with others possibly to follow. 
Project Ripple is moving forward to prevent sewage into the Medway with the Environmental Agency is taking it up and it is hoped this will be replicated with the Rother. 
Uckfield Leisure Centre has now completed its revamp and numbers of members are increasing.
