Minutes of the Danehill Parish Council Meeting held on Wednesday 4th March 2026 held at Danehill Memorial Hall at 7:30pm

County Report – Cllr Galley’s reported the road near Pippingford to Long Car Park was due to be resurfaced in 2027. He was chasing up the Road Safety Team as he was concerned it was not as responsive at it should be. He urged the Council to respond to the WDC local plan consultation which he thought would be detrimental to the District with too much housing and little regard to road and public transport improvements.
County Council elections were progressing as normal. 
District Report – Cllr Coleman’s reported on the Local Plan she was also concerned over the lack of infrastructure for transport and the number of houses for the northern part of the District and she was continuing to campaign against the Owlsbury development. She also requested the Parish Council respond. She reported on the Parish Cluster update on the Local Plan.
She reported on a zero raise in the precept and an exemption for terminally ill residents. 
She reported on the High Court decision on the Crowborough Camp and there are no grounds for a judicial review after taking legal advice due lack of grounds and costs.
She has also spent her Cllr grant award for the current year and highlighted it for next financial year and finally she confirmed the speaker from East Sussex Vision Support due to talk at the Annual Parish meeting on 8th April.
